SAINTS OF THE MONTH – JULY AND AUGUST 

Isabella (Sojourner Truth) 1798-1883 – 20th July 
 Born to two slaves in the household of a wealthy merchant in New York, 
Isabella fled with the help of Quaker friends who placed her in Philadelphia and then in 
New York.  Because Blacks were banned from attending St. George’s Episcopal 

Church in Philadelphia, she joined the Mother Zion African Methodist Episcopal Church.  
There she focused her work of a homeless shelter for women.  At the age of 46, during a 

journey to Connecticut, she began using the name Sojourner Truth.  She became a travelling preacher and 
was asked to speak at many white religious meetings.  While the white men were busy rationalizing why 
blacks and women should not have equal rights, Sojourner Truth simply proclaimed God’s Truth in her most 
famous speech “Ain’t I a Woman?”  The absurdity of using scripture and argument to support evil structures 
was opposed by this Woman of God who, though uneducated, could quote scripture as well as any educated 
man.  Her work for abolition of slavery and women’s rights brought her into the calendar as one of our 
American ‘Saints’. 
 
Thomas Gallaudet 1822 – 1902 – 27th August 
 Thomas Gallaudet was born in 1822 the son of the founder of the West Hartford School for the Deaf.  
His mother, Sophia, was a deaf-mute.  Though he trained for the priesthood, he was persuaded by his father 
to put off his ordination and work in the New York Institution for Deaf-mutes.  There he met and married his 
wife, Elizabeth, a deaf-mute.  He was ordained priest in 1851 and was called as assistant at St. Ann’s Church 
and there founded St. Ann’s Church for Deaf-mutes.  A separate building was purchased in 1859 and became 
the center for the Episcopal Church’s work with the deaf.

WATER FOR WEIGHT LOSS?  
Berlin Germany - Here is something simple to try...In two separate studies, 
researchers found that within 10 minutes of drinking a pint of water, metabolic rates 
in both men and women begin to increase as much as 24 to 30 percent. They don’t 

fully understand why this occurs, but hey it is sure simple to do.  Although these changes begin to 
peak at about 60 minutes before dropping back to normal, over the period of a year, if you drank 
this much water every day upon rising, it could result in burning an extra 17,400 calories for a loss 
of five pounds.

St. John’s Recipe Corner… 

Cheesy Omelet Brunch Squares  
Drop-in guests on their way for brunch? No problem!  

This colorful dish comes together in no time and serves a crowd. 
 
1 t. vegetable oil 
2 c. (8 ounces) grated Colby & Monterey Jack cheese blend, divided 
1 pkg. (22.5 – 24 oz.) frozen hash browns (shredded or diced style), thawed  
8 oz cream cheese, softened 
12 eggs 
½ t. coarsely ground black pepper 
8 oz thickly sliced deli ham OR 1lb. cooked bacon, chopped 
4-5 green onions with tops, divided (1 cup sliced) 
3 plum tomatoes 
Additional coarsely ground black pepper (optional) 
 
Preheat oven to 450°F. Lightly brush Large Bar Pan  with oil.  Crumble hash browns over bar pan; 
press gently into an even layer. Sprinkle half of the cheese evenly over hash browns. Bake 13-15 
minutes or until crust starts to brown and cheese is melted. 
 
Meanwhile, in large bowl, whisk cream cheese until smooth.  Gradually add eggs and black 
pepper; whisk until smooth.  Slice green onions, reserving ¼ cup of the tops for garnish. Stir meat 
& 1c. green onions into egg mixture.  Remove bar pan from oven.  Pour egg mixture over crust. 
Return bar pan to oven; bake 7-10 minutes or until center is set.  
 
Meanwhile, slice tomatoes in half lengthwise; scrape out seeds and dice. Remove bar pan from 
oven; top with remaining cheese, tomatoes and reserved green onions. Sprinkle with additional 
black pepper, if desired. Cut into squares and serve.

Calling a New Priest  
As most of you know, Fr. Harry has announced that he will be retiring 
in September.  This announcement has set the wheels in motion for 
our parish to call a new priest.  Although there will be some sadness 
during this time, this is also an exciting time as St. John’s and Fr. 
Harry look to the future.  Canon Timothy Dombek (Canon to the 
Ordinary) was a guest at the Vestry’s informal meeting at the end of 
May.  During his visit, he outlined the process that the Diocese has in 
place for calling a new priest.  For those of you that haven’t been through this before, here 
are a few things to keep in mind: 
 
Your prayers for St. John's during this time will be extremely important.  Please pray for 
the parish, for the nominating committee and for the process. 
None of the clergy (Fr. Harry and Deacon Chuck) or the staff members of St. John’s can 
be involved in the discussions about calling a new priest.  This is a diocesan rule, so 
please don’t discuss this topic with any of them.  If you have any questions regarding the 
process, please ask any of your Vestry members. 
The Diocese has appointed a consultant who will assist us in the process.  Your Vestry will 
be meeting with her over the summer to begin discussions about forming a nominating 
committee and getting our parish profile ready. 
After Fr. Harry retires, we will have an interim priest that will be at St. John’s until our new 
priest is called. The Diocese will provide a list of potential interim priests, and will help us 
select one who will assist during the transition. 
Fr. Harry will not be allowed to attend St. John’s (including any social functions) for a 
period of two years after his retirement.  Again, this is a diocesan rule. 
The process of calling a new priest will take time (possibly a year or more).  During this 
time, we ask that you be patient and remember that we want to call the best priest possible 
for our parish; the process can’t be rushed. 
Again, please keep St. John's in your prayers during this process.

" The Star Spangled Banner" 
 
The Defense of Fort McHenry 
by Francis Scott Key 
20 September 1814 
 
 
Oh, say can you see, by the dawn's early light, 
What so proudly we hailed at the twilight's last gleaming? 

Whose broad stripes and bright stars, through the perilous fight, 
O'er the ramparts we watched, were so gallantly streaming? 
And the rockets' red glare, the bombs bursting in air, 
Gave proof through the night that our flag was still there. 
O say, does that star-spangled banner yet wave 
O'er the land of the free and the home of the brave? 
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
